TAG DAY INFO - EVERYTHING YOU NEED TO KNOW RIGHT HERE!

Tag Day - September 14th, 2024

WHO: All music students from Band, Choir, and Orchestra. It is HIGHLY ENCOURAGED and EXPECTED
that all music students participate in Tag Day.

TIME: Drivers and Students arrive at CVHS by 9:00AM. BREAKFAST is provided. Students will stay in the
bus loop for breakfast while drivers will have a short meeting in the auditorium to go over their route
envelopes. All groups will depart CVHS around 9:30AM and are expected back to CVHS between
12:00-12:30PM.

WHY: To raise money for music items such as equipment, supplies, guest instructors, uniforms, etc.

HOW: Groups of music students will sign up using a google form in music class. Each group must have
a driver/chaperone over 18 yrs of age. The group will be assigned routes by the Tag Day coordinators.
On 9/14, after meeting at school, the group will drive to the predetermined neighborhood route (s) and
go door to door, asking neighbors for donations in support of the music program and giving them a
Tag (a door hanger). If no one answers the door, the group leaves the Tag (a door hanger) on the door
so the resident can donate later.

This is a SAFE event that the Centreville/Clifton community knows and looks forward to each year.
Each group of music students will be expected to provide a parent driver who will drive that group
around (generally 9:30AM-12:30PM, max).

MONEY EARNED: Band will earn a point for every volunteer. The points are then tabulated and the
donations are split between Band, Choir, and Orchestra. The more volunteers Band provides, the more
money we will earn.

PARENTS: PLEASE SIGN UP TO BE A BACKUP DRIVER OR DONATE BREAKFAST ITEMS. Every year
there are student groups who do not have a driver. Please consider this important role so students
who want to participate can! If you are willing to be a backup driver or help with a food donation or
another job that helps the day run smoothly, please sign up on the Tag Day Other Jobs SUG. The
money the Band earns is directly proportional to the amount of Band participants we have in Tag Day.
Food donations even receive points.
